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Warp-knitted mosquito
nets help in the fight
against malaria and the
spread of the Zika virus

Some tiny insects are currently caus-
ing a great deal of concern, especially
among pregnant women. The yellow-
fever and tiger mosquitoes can pass
on the zika virus and are suspected of
causing microcephaly, a developmental
disorder that affects unborn babies.
The results of the zika virus infection
are miscarriages and babies born with
small heads, who are likely to be se-
verely mentally handicapped. Accord-
ing to the World Health Organization
(WHO), 33 countries had already been
affected by the spread of this danger-
ous virus by February of this year, with
Brazil and Colombia being the worst af-
fected countries.

Health experts have been studying fe-
male anopheles mosquitoes for some
time. These transfer the malaria patho-
gens and are just as dangerous to hu-
mans. A child dies every 30 seconds
from the tropical disease known as
swamp fever or malaria. But malaria
is also responsible for a high number
of deaths among adults. This disease
is prevalent in 106 countries globally
and is a threat to more than half of the
world’s population.

The WHO recommends that all the
public health authorities worldwide use
insect-proof nets having long-lasting in-
secticidal effects (LLINS) to reduce the
incidence of malaria quickly and effec-
tively. These fine-meshed textiles are
the best method of prevention and are
easy to use, effective and cheap. KARL
MAYER'’s warp-knitting machines can
be used to efficiently produce these
nets, which provide a high level of pro-
tection.

Mechanical and chemical protection

The nets must have a specific con-
struction to provide safe and reliable
protection against mosquito bites. The
required textile parameters include a
defined number of mesh holes and this
should be 156 holes/inch2 or 25 holes/
cm2 when using polyester (PES) fila-
ment yarns. This value is recommend-
ed by the WHO and firstly, guarantees
mechanical resistance to insect bites
and secondly, ensures that there is ad-
equate air circulation suitable for a tropi-

cal climate. Modern mosquito nets meet
this requirement by having stitch den-
sities of 8 to 10 holes/cm when using
polyester multifilament yarns, depend-
ing on the construction. The textile nets
must also have a specific strength, so
that the mosquitoes cannot make holes
in them.

In addition to the mechanical protec-
tion provided by the textile construction,
mosquito nets also provide chemical
protection by treating them with a con-
tact insecticide. The most frequently
used pyrethroids are applied to the
nets by a standard impregnation pro-
cess or by long lasting impregnation
(LLI). Products that have been treated
by the standard impregnation process
lose their effectiveness after six months
and after every wash, and the insecti-
cide has to be re-applied regularly. LLI
mosquito nets, on the other hand, can
be used for more than three years and
washed up to twenty times.

High-precision production
Warp-knitted mosquito nets are mainly
produced on two-bar tricot machines,
such as the TM 2 and HKS 2-M. KARL
MAYER'’s machines offer the best in
terms of quality and productivity. The
machines operate in gauges E 28 or
E 32 when working polyester filament
yarns. If polyethylene (HDPE) monofila-
ment yarns are used, they are worked
usually in gauge E 14, but slight varia-
tions above or below this are also fea-
sible. The two types of yarns have dif-
ferent constructions and properties and
also differ as to how they are used in
conjunction with the insecticide. Whilst
the warp-knitted polyester textile is
impregnated with the chemical at the
finishing stage, the agent is already
present in the HDPE at the granulate
stage.

Despite their high operating speeds,
KARL MAYER's tricot machines do not
compromise on quality. The machines
offer maximum precision and thus
meet stringent requirements in terms
of dimensional stability and uniformity
of the mesh openings, tear resistance
and weight per unit area. This attention
to detail is definitely worth it, since any
variations in the specified parameters
can cost lives.

In addition to tricot machines, raschel
machines having three guide bars can
also be used to produce certain prod-
ucts.

FTIR analysis of nano silver coated polyester filament machine made carpet

In order to demonstrate permanentness of antibacterial characteristic in polyester
filament machine made carpet, FTIR analysis carried out on nano silver colloid and
obtained solution from washing of nano silver coated polyester filament machine
made carpet . In fig. 3, FTIR analysis of nano silver colloid and obtained solution
from washing of nano silver coated polyester filament machine made carpet have
been shown.

According to the Fig. 4a, the sharp peaks in 1634 and 1384 cm-1 indicate the for-
mation of asymmetric and symmetric stretching mode of metal carbonyl groups.
It is due to the stabilization of silver nano particles by the —COO- group of amino
betaine (as amphoteric surfactant). The peaks in 3432 and 2922 cm-1 are related
to C-H stretching bond of propyl and the amine group of a-amino propyl tri etoxy
silane[12].

According to the Fig. 4b, the sharp peaks in 3444 and 2934 cm-1 are related to
the O-H and C-H groups of soap solution which are used for washing of nano sil-

ver coated polyester filament machine
made carpet.

Moreover, lack of any peak in 1634 and
1384 cm-1 indicates that washing pro-
cess hadn't effect on the removing of
silver nano particle from antibacterial
polyester filament machine made car-
pet.

Conclusion

Results showed that nano silver coated
polyester filament machine made car-
pet has a permanent anti bacterial char-
acteristic. It is due to the modification
process carried out on nano silver be-
fore applying on polyester filament yarn
and the back of machine made carpet.
Having permanent antibacterial charac-
teristic in machine made carpet, make
it more suitable for using in crowded
places by outlawing from making bad
odor in machine made carpet due to the
direct contact of people with machine
made carpet surface.

Abstract

Nowadays, polyester filament yarn with permanent anti bacterial characteristic is known as an innovative yarn
in textile industries such as machine made carpet and garment.
Different methods such as chemical modification, entrapment and encapsulation were applied to stabilize
nano silver particle on polyester filament yarn for using in machine made carpet.

In this article, we modified nano silver particle by chemical reaction in order to produce polyester filament yarn
with permanent anti bacterial characteristic by spraying method.
Antibacterial tests were carried out on nano silver coated machine made carpet according to the ATCC
27853, 25923 and 25922 in 72 hrs before and after washing process. Results showed that nano silver coated
polyester machine made carpet has a permanent anti bacterial characteristic.

Microbial organisms, bacteria and mi-

Cro organisms are as main reasons
for sickness, infections and bad smell-
ing, etc.
Increasing death rate in many undevel-
oped countries such as many African
countries led to legislation of global and
social policies in order to overcome this
challenge. Such problems and needs
have led to resurgence in use of silver
and copper based antiseptics that may
be linked to broad spectrum activity and
far lower propensity to induce microbial
resistance than antibiotics [1].
The antibacterial characteristic of silver
and silver salts has been noticed since
antiquity [2]. Ag is currently used to
control bacterial growth in a variety of
applications including dental work ,cath-
eters and burn wounds[3,4].
In fact, it is well known that Ag ions, Ag
based compounds, copper and brass
compounds showing strong biotical ef-
fect on many bacteria species such as
E.coli, P.aeruginosa and s.aureus [5].
Different factors have influence on ef-
ficiency of silver and copper based
compounds such as particle size and
particle size distribution. In these cases,
reduction of the particle size of silver
and copper nano particle is as a reliable
solution to improve their efficiency and
biocompatibility.
In this field, nano technology has a di-
rect effect on elimination of particle size
limitations and changing the world out-
look regarding science [10, 11].
A lot of information is available about
practical use of nano particles for food
safety and hygiene, disinfection of wa-
ter in swimming pools and hospitals,
wound healing, air disinfection and sur-
face sanitation [6, 7, 8].

I ntroduction

It is believed that the germicidal prop-
erty of metals especially heavy metals
is due to oligodynamic effect in which
metal and metal compounds, when in-
troduced in to the interior of bacterial
cells , have ability to change and finally
kill them in a specific way. Copper and
silver are the most studied metals for
oligodynamic action [9].

Data from silver suggest that its ions
denature proteins in the bacterial cells
by binding to reactive groups resulting
in their inactivation [10].

In this study, we investigated about the
stabilization of nano silver on polyester
filament yarn in order to produce ma-
chine made carpet with permanent anti-
bacterial characteristic.

Materials and methods

Materials

Nano silver colloid was obtained from
US Research Nano material Company.
Polyester filament yarns as a pile, warp
and weft in machine made carpet were
provided by Farrokh Sepehr Kashan
Textie Company. Gluteraldehyde (cross
linking agent) and a-amino propyl tri
etoxy silane were provided by Sigma
—Aldrich Company in laboratory scale.
Amphoteric surfactant based on amino
betaine was provided by Carp Com-

pany.

Methods

Nano silver colloids including cross link-
ing agent and amphoteric surfactant in
different concentrations were applied
to the polyester filament yarn and back
of machine made carpet by spraying
method.

Nano silver coated polyester filament
yarn and polyester machine made car-
pet were dried and cured in the stenter

at 130 Oc for 6 minutes.

Analysis

To predict the stability of antibacte-
rial characteristic, characteristic of nano
silver back coated polyester machine
made carpets were analyzed according
to the ATCC 27853, 25923 and 25922
in 72 hrs before and after washing pro-
cess in Pasteur Institute of Iran.
Antibacterial characteristic of nano
silver coated machine made carpet
were measured based on the growth
of different bacteria such as E.coli
,P.aeruginosa and s.aureus in accord-
ing to the reference sample .

Stability of nano silver colloids and their
particle size distribution were analyzed
by DLS (dynamic light scattering) meth-
od in 25 0C (Malvern seri nano (zeta
sizer) model DLS).

FTIR analysis of obtained solution from
washing of nano silver coated polyester
filament carried out by Fourier trans-
form spectroscopy in 300 to 4000 cm-1.
Distribution of nano silver on the back of
polyester filament machine made car-
pet was analyzed by FESEM method in
1.89 KX (Philips model FESEM).

Preparation method

Mac Farlan solution of different bacteria
such as P.aeruginosa (ATCC: 27853),
S.aureus (ATCC: 25923) and E.coli
(ATCC: 25922) at concentration of 1.5*
10 8 CFU/ml  were prepared in first
stage.

At following stage, nano silver coated
machine made carpet and reference
machine made carpet put in contact
with the Mac Farlen solution of different
bacteria for 24 hrs.

After cultivation and incubation process
for 72 hrs in 37 Oc, the growth of bacte-
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carpets is high density. Here, the highly
regarded ALPHA 500 XHDC offers the
possibility to weave carpets with densi-
ties up to 1,200 reed/m.

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4. Licker-in

One of the main objectives of a card is
to open the fiber material and remove
the impurities still present within the
feedstock. In the card the working organ
that mostly contribute to the achieve-
ment of these objectives is the licker-in,
a cast iron roller with saw-tooth clothing
that plucks the feed batt in very small
tufts and cleans them thanks to carding
segments and mote knives.

One of the peculiarities of Marzoli C701
card is the small diameter of the licker-
in, which must thus rotate faster in order
to keep the desired peripheral speed.
This grants a greater centrifugal force
that, in combination with the knife and
the carding segments positioned under-
neath the licker-in, contributes to a very
effective elimination of dust and trash.
It is argued that in order to achieve the
desired degree of opening in the card
several licker-ins are necessary. In re-
ality in the card the opening of the raw
material to individual fibers is carried out
through a draft effect occurring between
the feed roller and the main cylinder that
is not affected by the number and the
dimension of the licker-in. In fact draft is
always and only the ratio between the
delivery speed and the input speed: the
intermediate rollers do not affect the fi-
nal draft whatsoever.

The draft between the feed roller and
the main cylinder of Marzoli C701 Card
is very high (800) ensuring perfect
opening of the fiber mass. This adds
onto the high cleaning performance of
the licker-in, which does not alter the
draft effect in any way.

5.Carding zone

The problem of boosting productivity
on the card stems from the fact that in
order to increase production levels the
card must process greater amounts of
material and therefore open up more
feedstock in the time unit. The open-
ing effect is usually represented by the
number of fibers per point, i.e. aver-
age of total fibers fed in per unit of time
over the number of points available in
the same time. Increase in production
levels would require a proportional in-
crease in the number of points avail-
able in the time unit and this can be only
achieved in two ways: higher roller and
cylinder speeds; more carding surface.
Increasing roller and cylinder speeds,
however, would go to the detriment of
quality: due to the already high speeds
of these working organs, a further in-
crease would provoke too much stress
on the fibers and on the clothing of the
carding flats. All the major textile ma-
chinery manufacturers have therefore
opted for the second option and have
revised the geometry of their cards.

In Marzoli C701 card the main cylinder
has been raised and the licker-in and
the doffer have been located under-
neath. This entails a carding angle, i.e.
angle between the center of the licker-
in and the center of the doffer, of 284°.
The great carding angle, the diameter
of the cylinder of 1 meter and the work-
ing width of 1.5 meters entail a carding
surface of 3.74 sgqm, one of the greatest
carding surfaces in the world, thereby

reducing the number of fibers per point.
The core of a card is the area of the re-
volving flats. It is in this zone where the
tufts are opened into individual fibers,
where the raw material is parallelized,
impurities and neps are eliminated and
short fibers are removed. It may appear
logical that with a higher number of re-
volving flats, quality can be enhanced.
However, this is true only partially: as
elimination of waste can be done only by
filling the clothing of the revolving flats,
after a certain amount of processed fib-
ers, the flat loses its functionality and
needs to be cleaned. This entails that
the quality of the card sliver keeps im-
proving until a certain number of re-
volving flats in working position; over
this number, quality does not improve
because the flats closer to the licker-in
are so filled with short fibers and impuri-
ties that cannot card anymore. Marzoli
has identified this number in 32 carding
flats and has consequently equipped its
C701 model with 90 mobile flats, 32 of
which always in contact with the cylin-

der.

6. Doffer

The fibers after having been carded
must be transferred from the main cyl-
inder to the doffer where they are con-
densed into a web. However, as the
clothings of the two rollers are arranged
relative to each other in the carding
configuration, the transfer of the fibers
is not easy and the material usually ro-
tates several times on the cylinder be-
fore passing to the doffer. On one hand
this is an advantage as it fosters fibers
blend; on the other it negatively affects
sliver evenness. It is therefore neces-
sary to foster fiber transfer and to do
this the cylinder and the doffer must be
as close as possible to each other.

In Marzoli C701 card the distance be-
tween the two rollers is the minimum
mechanically achievable and the trans-
fer of fibers is also fostered by their
large contact zone enabled by the big
diameter of the doffer.

7. Conclusions

Carding has always been and will
continue to be one of the most
important phases of the spinning
process. The market demand for
higher productivity with constant
quality levels have made
technological advancements on
carding operations even more
important.

Marzoli C701 includes all the fea-
tures of modern
high-performance cards and
thanks to its innovative geom-
etry represents a technological
benchmark to fully satisfy the
drivers of modern competition.

3. Integrated feed chute

The feed system of the card is of the utmost importance for
the consequences it has on sliver regularity and on machine
productivity. An even sliver can be obtained only if the feed
batt presents a perfectly even distribution of the tufts and high
production requires that the feedstock is perfectly open.

The feed system of Marzoli C701 is a two-piece chute with an
integrated opening system: the material enters the pre-chute
feed chamber (the reserve chute) (4) and is then delivered
through a feed roller (5) that seals the upper half of the feed
system to an opening roller (6) which plucks the clamped ma-

terial and delivers very fine tufts to the batt formation chamber
(8).

The compressed air introduced directly in the batt formation
chamber leaks through the perforated steel sheet (9). The
airflow ensures that the tufts are carried in the zone where
the perforated steel sheet is currently least covered. This en-
tails the perfect uniformity of the batt along its entire width. An
electronic pressure sensor (12) guarantees constant pres-
sure of the feedstock. If the feedstock became too heavy, the
tufts would compress and this would yield irregularities in the
sliver. This pressure sensor controls the feed of material to
the batt formation chamber by adjusting the speed of the feed
roller (5).

The described technology, along with the auto-leveler that ad-
justs the speed of the feed roller according to the batt width,
guarantees the delivery of a perfectly open and even feed
batt to the licker-in.

.Introduction
1 the card has always been at the
heart of the spinning process. Only
with an effective carding of the fiber the
spinner can produce a homogeneous,
regular, resistant and clean yarn and
therefore ensure efficiency and quality
in downstream operations. No machine
in the spinning mill can overcome the
defects that arise from non-effective
carding, therefore it is necessary that
the card can properly select, open,
clean and parallelize the fibers without
damaging or weakening them.
carding technology has become even
more important with the advent of high
production requirements. The times
when spinning mills had several cards
running at 20-30 Kg/h are over and
modern competition requires to pro-
duce impressive quantities of yarn in
order to minimize the average cost per
kilogram. But for the card an increase
in production can have serious effects
on the quality of the output, therefore
technological innovation has become
fundamental to meet the increasingly
demanding requirements of modern
competition.
This article is meant to describe from a
technical and technological standpoint
the latest model of Marzoli’s card, the
C701, thereby highlighting the advance-
ments achieved by the ltalian textile
machinery leader in carding technology.

Quality & productivity

The raw material accumulated in the
pre-chute chamber is then clamped be-
tween a feed roller (3) and a feed table
and is delivered to an opening roller (4)
that delivers very fine tufts to the batt
formation chamber. The batt is then de-
livered to a feed device comprising a
feed roller (7) and a feed table that de-
livers the clamped material to the licker-
in (8). After having passed through a
mote knife and two carding segments
that remove the impurities, the mate-
rial is delivered to the main cylinder (12)
and is processed by six carding bars
and two mote knives in the pre-carding
area (9). The main carding zone (11)
comprises 90 mobile flats, thirty two al-
ways in working position.

The post-carding area (13) comprises 2
mote knives and four carding bars for
a further cleaning and parallelization of
the fibers. The material is then delivered
to the doffer (15), the web detaching de-
vice (17) and the sliver formation area
(18). The sliver is then coiled inside the
40” cans.

Although the carding principle is still the

2.Machine description

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Investment in Iran synthetic fiber industry

s the time has passed and the
Aworld population has grown,

the need to raw materials has
increased. In the past, only natural fib-
ers were used in the textile and cloth-
ing sector. Following the discovery of
oil and achievement of manufacturing
technologies for petrochemical prod-
ucts, artificial fibers were used too. In
the recent years, consumption of natu-
ral fibers has increased 3 percent while
consumption of artificial fibers has risen
7 percent. However, production of natu-
ral fibers has decreased due to two rea-
sons. The first reason is that agriculture
has declined due to the decrease in
fresh water reservoirs of the world and
precipitation. The second reason is that
the need to edible agricultural products
has risen and farmers have turned to
production of edible plants instead of
cotton, etc. In the past year, production
of cotton has decreased 5 percent while
improvement of properties of artificial
fibers has led the manufacturers in the
textile industry to manufacture artificial
fibers. At present, the demand for arti-
ficial fibers has reached 57 million tons
per year. The highest demand for dif-
ferent types of artificial fibers is related
to polyester fibers. Artificial fibers are
highly important due to their many uses
in the world. Particularly, the importance
of fibers has become ever greater by
development of the subfield of techni-
cal textile, transformation of the textile
industry from its traditional state and
creation of new uses.
Having one of the largest oil and gas
resources in the world, Iran is devel-
oping and expanding its petrochemical
industry. In the recent years, Iran has
based its macroeconomic policy on
shifting from sale of crude oil to sale of
petrochemical products. The growth of
manufacturing capacity for petrochemi-
cal products in Iran has been the high-
estin the Middle East in such a way that
from 2002 to 2015, the manufacturing
capacity for polymer products in this
industry has increased from 840 thou-
sand tons per year to 7700 thousand
tons per year. This amount of manufac-

turing of petrochemical products is very
low compared to the Iranian market de-
mand and greater manufacture is need-
ed. At present, having 25 complexes
under construction, Iran intends to raise
its production to 12.8 million tons.

In the recent years, reduction of the val-
ue of Iranian Rial versus US dollar has
led to thriving of production in Iran and
increase of exports. In 2016, reduction
of the price of oil and oil products has
resulted in ever greater increase of in-
vestment in the petrochemical industry.
Benefitting from a large number of ex-
perts in the fields related to petrochemi-
cal industry and artificial fibers, Iran can
easily expand the production in this
field. Iranian experts are mostly young
and their average age is 34 which has
led to further growth of the industry in
Iran. This capability in Iran is due to the
cheap labor force which has caused the
growth of this industry to take an ever
greater leap.

Iran has tried to absorb foreign invest-
ment by improving its international
relations, especially with European
countries in the past few years. In the
early months of 2016, Iran has further
increased its international relations by
concluding numerous contracts with
European and East Asian countries.
Furthermore, it has been able to bring
many European businessmen and in-
vestors to its country and absorb their
investment by holding various exhibi-
tions in the current year. The reasons
causing foreign countries and compa-
nies to invest in Iran are as follows:
The first reason to mention is that hav-
ing one of the best examples of democ-
racy in the region, Iran has been able
to establish a good stability in its gov-
ernmental system. This has enabled the
foreign investors to invest in this country
with full confidence and work here with-
out any fear of regime or local political
disorder.

The second reason is that in the recent
years when there has been unrest in
the Middle East and especially in the
neighboring countries, Iran has had
high security and assured the investors

to continue their work without any con-
cern about war and damages caused by
military attacks.

The third reason which is a very impor-
tant one is the low price of energy in
Iran. It is a fact that when a factory is
to run in any part of the world, it needs
energy. This energy costs very high for
manufacturers in other countries while
the price of energy carriers in Iran is low
and it has caused the cost price of the
products and manufactured goods to
decrease.

The fourth reason is the facilities and
contributions of the Iranian govern-
ment to investors. These contributions
are much greater in the petrochemical
sector and fiber production than other
fields. Artificial fiber manufacturing re-
ceives more contributions and facilities
than other fields because it is one of
the production priorities for the govern-
ment. For example, tax exemptions for
the manufacturers are from five to ten
years depending on their manufacturing
conditions.

The fifth reason is that the price of raw
materials for manufacturing, especially
in the petrochemical industry is very
low and thus, manufacturing and export
to other countries can be fulfilled at a
much lower price.

The sixth reason is suitability of in-
vestment and availability of young and
ready-to-work experts in the country. In
many countries, the production costs
rise too much because of the old age
of experts or lack of experts and their
transfer from other places to the manu-
facturing location while there is no such
problem in Iran.

Among other reasons is the very good
situation of Iran for transit and trans-
portation of manufactured goods. Iran
can ftransfer cargo through land by
road transport or rail transport and also
through sea transport and air shipping.
In the opinion of businesspeople, on the
whole, Iran has the best situation for
investment, considering the growth of
investment in Iran in the early months of
2016 and taking into account the above
reasons and the current conditions of
the world and the region.

» Can you give us some number and
statistics about Swiss textile indus-
try , import and export figures and
general situation?

2015 was a difficult year for the Swiss
Textile Machinery industry, export rates
showed a minus of 20.5% compared to
the previous year. This equals an export
volume of 1.064 BIn CHF. Some of the
markets show a very good develop-
ment, namely India, Italy, Bangladesh,
Pakistan and Taiwan. Less promising
was the development in the Turkish
and Chinese market, where exports de-
clined massively compared to 2014.
